For many years
she supported Bat Conservation International as well as other
environmental causes. She had extensive scientific knowledge of the
natural world and a deep love and appreciation for plants and
animals, which she shared with children on classroom nature walks.
Amy found her greatest fulfillment, however, in being a mother to
her son. Her wry sense of humor, her beautiful smile, great
curiosity and joy in life will be missed by her family and many
friends. An informal open house to celebrate Amy's life will be

held October 6 from 2 to 5 p.m. at the home of her parents, 4410
Inverness Crest, Bloomington. Friends will gather at 3 p.m. to

share memories and stories of Amy.
