Davy was a respected and valuable member of
the WDTLL board of directors and spent countless hours each summer
maintaining and manicuring the fields for the players and coaches. Though
he supported the Little League with both time and money his real love was
helping young people learn how to play and enjoy baseball.

Davy is survived by his mother, Roxie E. McClary of Bloomington; two
brothers James A. McClary of Perry, Florida, and Dan J. McClary (Cindy)of
Seacrest, Florida; two sisters Carolyn S. McClary of Bloomington, and Lou
Ann Easton (Daniel) of Bloomington; nephews Brady J. McClary of Naperville,
lllinois, and Joshua P. McClary of Bloomington, nieces Kelly Commons of
