Renwick, as well as commercial developments scattered around Bloomington
such as One City Center, The Shoppes, and Carmichael Center.

Tim was preceded in death by Betty, his wife of 57 years, and his siblings
Rupert Wininger, Eugene Wininger, Virginia Jerrell, and Patsy Wininger. Tim is
survived by five children: Tim Wininger, Jr. [Sara], Anne Wegener [Tim],
Roberta Nuckels [John], Ted Wininger, and Tom Wininger; his good friend,
Rita Hudelson; 16 grandchildren; 14 great-grandchildren; and nephew Jeff
Jerrell [Cheryl].
